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 � - Amy Scepaniak and Riki Nitz, Outreach Vision Consultants, and Julie Van Dover,    
Instructor, along with others are participating in the Pennsylvania College of Optometry (PCO)    
satellite Certificate Program in Low Vision Rehabilitation. The SDSBVI and PCO collaborated to 
bring this program to Aberdeen. It is a 25 credit hour graduate program offered off campus in a     
2-year format. During the 2002-2003 school year, participants met in Aberdeen on 4 separate     
occasions. Except for a session in Aberdeen during March of 2004, participants meet online for 

their classes during the school year. At the end of all class work, a 30-day fieldwork experience will need to be     
completed. A major goal of participating in this low vision program is that those involved in the program become      
certified as Low Vision Therapists. Such certification is achieved by successfully passing a national test administered 
by the Academy for Certification of Vision Rehabilitation and Educational Professionals. Although still participating in 
PCO’s Low Vision Program, Amy, Riki, and Julie passed this national test in May of 2003 and  are now Certified Low 
Vision Therapists (CLVTs). Amy is also obtaining her Master of Science Degree in Low Vision Rehabilitation from the 
Department of Graduate Studies in Vision Impairment at the Pennsylvania College of Optometry.  
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Business Manager R.Lee  Ginsbach and Superinten-
dent Marjorie Kaiser presented a clock to James Rentz 
upon his retirement after spending 28 years as the 
Physical Plant Manager. Jim was instrumental in main-
taining and improving the school’s infrastructures     
because of his passion for providing a safe and inviting 
school environment for the students and staff.

HELEN KELLER KIDS MUSEUM ONLINE 
On June 27, 2003, in honor of Helen Keller’s birthday, a virtual museum devoted to Helen Keller (1880-1968), the    
eloquent and tireless deaf-blind advocate for people with disabilities, was launched as a major addition to AFB’s 
award-winning Braille Bug children’s web site.  Drawing on the resources of AFB’s Helen Keller Archives, the Helen 
Keller Kids Museum Online offers children a guided tour of her remarkably rich life.  Visitors can watch fascinating 
video footage and view rarely seen photographs of Keller, from early childhood to her final years.  Among the           
museum’s collection are pictures of Keller with luminaries like Mark Twain and Charlie Chaplin and a video of Keller 
speaking and flying in a biplane.  Also featured are “Fun Facts” about Keller and engaging quotes from the many   
publications and correspondences she bequeathed to AFB, where she worked for over 40 years.  A recommended 
reading list and biography of Helen Keller are available for school children working on school projects or reports.  The 
site is fully accessible to people with disabilities.

VIDEO VIEWS 
The CAN DO! Video Series was developed to show parents and professionals some practical and sound ways to     
assist the young child who is blind or visually impaired to develop needed skills and take off on the road to                
independence.  The series consists of 11 videos demonstrating a progression of skills in crucial areas of development 
for the child who is visually impaired. 
 

Video Seven—  “Moving Through the World—Gross Motor Skills and Play” 
In this video, six families of visually impaired children model in their own homes some very basic and important      
practices in parenting the visually impaired child. This video discusses key gross motor skills and demonstrates 
simple and fun play activities that parents and teachers can use to encourage a progression of skills from infancy 
through  preschool age.  Motor areas discussed include reaching, rotation, balance, locomotion, walking, running, 
and body awareness/body image. This is an excellent video with lots of interactions between parents and child and 
also lots of fathers involved.  It is modern, up-to-date, and colorful. 

 

Video Eight— “Hands-On Experience—Tactual Learning and Skills” 
In this video, six families of visually impaired children model in their own homes some very basic and important      
practices in parenting the visually impaired child.  Children who are blind or visually impaired need to be able to use 
their other senses to gain information about the world.  The sense of touch provides a major means to help       
compensate for their loss of sight.  However, babies, toddlers, and preschoolers who are visually impaired need a 
lot of encouragement and opportunities for hands-on experiences to build their tactual skills.  This video discusses 
the importance of tactual learning, the progression of tactual skills from infancy through preschool needed for     
preparing children for Braille reading, the relationship between tactual defensiveness and Braille readiness, and 
how parents and teachers can help. This is an excellent video with lots of good, practical, and easy to implement 
ideas and    examples.  It is modern, up-to-date, and colorful.

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Track and Field  
The track meets at Minnesota and Kansas City found the students com-
peting against a strong field from schools for the blind.
