Teaching Strategies for Children with Low Vision

Low vision has been defined as “A visual impairment after correction, but with [usable] vision, with or without optical or non-optical . . . visual strategies, devices, and environmental modifications. . .  [Vision is used to] plan and perform daily tasks.”  This definition by Corn and Koenig (2000) lists environmental modifications as a valuable tool when we are working with students who have low vision. As we discuss educational settings, some environmental modifications are simple; others may take more time for planning and implementation.  

Selected suggestions are as follows:

A well-organized room where the furniture is rarely moved is helpful. “Routinized locations” can remove stress from the environment.

Desks can be arranged in clusters or rows but there should be an orderly grid pattern.

Materials such as markers or scissors may be easier to locate if kept in storage containers that provide high    contrast with their background.

Storage materials and regularly used books should have large print or Braille labels.

Bold lines and spacing can be very important for handwriting paper. Multiple formats styles are available.

Lighting in classroom should be evaluated. Variables that can be easily modified include window coverings, student desk location, and teacher desk location. Other variables include weather conditions, time of day, student’s sensitivity to light, and variability of the student’s eye condition. Different types of lamps and bulbs, use of rheostats, and overhead lighting conditions should be discussed with the student

Wall color is important because it can be used to enhance contrast. Light colored walls provide more light. Flat colored paint can reduce glare.

Proximity of the student to the activity is important. The object to be viewed can be moved closer to the student or the student can move closer to the object. Preferential seating is important.

Simplifying the visual environment can be helpful. Avoid visual clutter by placing plain curtains over bookcases and storage areas. Avoid materials with patterned backgrounds. Display class artwork and projects in designated areas.

Localizing and focusing on the materials to be viewed may be visually difficult.  Figure-ground determination may be difficult. Allow the student additional time to visually study and locate the materials to be viewed.  Additional time may be needed to shift gaze between visual targets.

Wheelchair trays and work areas should be covered with non-glare, contrasting materials. Workplace backgrounds can be easily modified with felt, non-glare contact paper, placemats or tablecloths.

Try to keep noises/auditory distractions to a minimum. Children with low vision are often sensitive to auditory clues. These students may also be more easily distracted by noises and sounds within the classroom. The higher the noise level in the classroom the less valuable auditory clues become.

Low-tech solutions are always better than high-tech solutions if they result in the same outcomes. Many environmental solutions are low-tech solutions.

As educators we have a responsibility to look at ways to equalize educational opportunities for all students with special needs. For students with low vision, environmental modifications within the classroom are one way to do this. By Christy Chitwood, CCHS & Marva Gellhaus, SDSBVI

Vision Tips

Using Color and Contrast:

Use a dark switch plate on a white wall.  Make sure that doorknobs contrast with doors.

Place a light-colored hand towel on the seat of a dark chair (or vice versa) to help find the chair more easily.

Use contrasting paint or tape on the last stair step to help indicate the bottom of the stairs.

When traveling, consider using brightly colored luggage (red/yellow/etc.) to distinguish your luggage from others.
Tactile Art Display  Sara Christensen-Blair, Northern State University Professor and the members of her Design I art class provided the SDSBVI with more “touchable” art. As part of a class requirement and with a   focus on service learning, each student creates an art piece featuring textures that can be touched. NSU artist Brenda Kohlman’s artwork was selected by the students to become part of the school's permanent art collection. The South    Dakota Foundation for the Blind and Visually Impaired provided the funding to purchase her art. 

Area Music Contest   Under the guidance of Music Instructor Phyllis Heier students participated in the Area IV Music Contest held at  Northern State University. Analis Dannen earned a “Superior” for both her vocal and piano solos, while the Mixed Vocal Ensemble of Chantell Heath, Derek Turner, Wade Turner, Tiffany Clark, and Analis Dannen earned an “Excellent”.
